2011 Summer Reading Essay Assignment

For this extra credit assignment, you will need to choose one of the novels on the summer reading list located on the Westridge website and complete the following reflection essay assignment.
Due three weeks into the 2011-2012 Fall Semester

Directions: In a 2-3 page-typed essay (3-4 handwritten), answer the following questions in order to thoroughly (completely) review the novel and provide your personal reactions and responses to it. I DO NOT want a book summary!!! You will need to include the title of the novel (in Italics) and the author’s name as well as specific quotes and descriptions from the text to support your points, but I DO NOT want a detailed summary of what happened in the novel.

Questions to answer in your response essay:

1. Describe your specific reactions or feelings about the novel.

2. What moment(s) in the novel made you feel this way? Describe them.

3. Describe one significant moment in the novel that strongly impacted the characters and/or plot of the novel. Include quotes and page numbers to support your points!

4. Why was this moment described above so significant? What was its impact?

5. What about this novel did you like or dislike? How would you change what you didn’t like?

6. Would you recommend it to a friend? Why or why not?

Grading: Your review/response essay will be assessed based on the amount of specific detail, personal reaction, and thought supporting it. In addition, your essay will also be assessed for spelling and grammatical errors, so make sure that you are proofreading your work before turning it into me.
